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LANDMARK ORDER | 365 crore allegedly embezzled by the bank’s chief
manager in 2014; ordered by consumer commission to return with 9% interest

Dena Bank has been held
vicariously liable for the
actions of its employees and
ordered to repay the Mumbai
Agriculture Produce Market
Committee (APMC) Rs65
crore allegedly embezzled by
the bank’s chief manager in
2014.

The National Consumer
Dispute Redressal
Commission (NCDRC) has
directed the bank to pay the
amount with 9% interest for
the past 10 years within two
months.

In 2014, the APMC sought
quotations from  various
banks for the best interest
rates on fixed deposits as it
intended to fund agricultural

Bank, APMC received
a letter from EOW
about a fraud in
overdraft accounts
tied to their FDs.

After making the deposits,
APMC received a letter from
the Economic Offences Wing
(EOW) about a fraud in over-
draft accounts tied to their
fixed deposits. The EOW
informed them that the

Malabar Hill branch’s chief
manager, Preetam Nagarkar,
had been arrested on charges
of cheating and other
offences. Following this revel-
ation, APMC requested the
bank to foreclose their
deposits on August 7, 2014.

The bank acknowledged
the deposits but refused the
foreclosure, citing an out-
standing overdraft of Rs58.29
crore. Consequently, APMC
filed a complaint against the
bank, accusing it of negli-
gence.

They argued that the bank
failed to verify the authentic-
ity of documents and the

identity  of  individuals
involved, leading to the
embezzlement. The com-

plaint highlighted the bank’s

gross negligence and involve-
ment of its chief manager,
making the bank vicariously
liable.

In response, the bank
claimed that the complainant
had not disclosed all relevant
facts and had authorised
unknown persons to deal with
the bank, denying any fraud
on its part.

After reviewing the evi-
dence, the commission con-
cluded that the embezzle-
ment was indeed facilitated by
the bank’s chief manager. It
held that the bank was defi-
cient in its services by not
safeguarding the funds, lead-
ing to the loss. Thus, the bank
was deemed vicariously liable
for its employee’s actions and
was ordered to refund the
entire amount to APMC.

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Soaring veggie prices
tax household budgets

Shortage of vegetables due to
incessant rains across the
state has led to high prices at
the wholesale location of
APMC Vashi. While onions
are being sold at Rs45 to Rs50
per kg in the retail market,
tomatoes are selling for Rs110
per kg. Traders attribute the
surge to fewer inbound
supply trucks.

“Currently, close to 630
trucks are arriving at APMC;
before the monsoon, the
number was 1,000. This is due
to heavy showers across the
state,” vegetable trader Kailas
Tajne said. Another trader
said that the pathetic condi-
tion of roads in many parts of
the state might be the reason
for fewer vehicles arriving in
the market.

Asked about increased
prices of garlic (Rs400 per kg),
a trader from the onion-

potato market said there has
been a shortage of the pro-
duce for the past two years.
“Normally, we face shortages
during this period every year.
This year, however, rains
further affected the supply
resulting in prices on the
higher side,” he added.

“No vegetable is available
for less than Rs100 per kg for
retail customers. Okra is being
sold at Rs5,000 per 100 kg in
the wholesale market while
french beans are being sold at
Rs7,000 per 100kg. Similarly,

cluster beans are available for
Rs7,000 per 100kg, Common
beans (ghevda) are being sold
at Rs60 per kg and green
potato is available at Rs55 per
kg,” Tajne said.

Prices of green vegetables
are also on a higher side as a
bunch of fenugreek is being
sold at Rs30 while green
chilies are available at Rs35 to
Rs40 per kg. The price of peas,
which was Rs30 per kg in
February, is now at RsI80 per
kg, also because it’s not its sea-
son.

Kutchi Jains open
gates to unions in

In a historic decision, all
Kutchi Jain communities
have in unison paved the
way for marital unions
across their sub-commu-
nities.

For centuries, the Jain
communities from Kutch
- Kutchi Visha Oswal,
Kutchi Dasha Oswal,
Vagad Visha Oswal,
Gurjar and Halari Jains -
have been arranging mar-
riages within their sub-
community, to prevent
inter-caste unions for
various reasons. The
matter was brought up at
a recent meeting of all the
communities at Karsan
Ladhu Hall in Dadar, and
it was decided that they
will encourage unions
across the sub-commu-
nities.

The representatives of
communities raised con-
cerns regarding women
marrying outside the

community even as men
remain single for not pur-
suing higher education
even though they earn
well in family businesses.
The communities
asserted that as their
religion and culture are
similar, ‘Beti Vyavahar’
between them will prove
beneficial for all.

Gunvanti Satra, the
vice-president of Vagad
Visha Oswal Jain sub-
community said,
“Primarily, lack of higher
education among men
results in women marry-
ing outside the commu-
nity. Beti Vyavahar will
help resolve the problem
to a great extent.”

The sub-communities
will form a coordination
committee, which will
organise future meetings
and prepare a roadmap to
facilitate the decision. The
plans comprise creating a
system where profiles of
aspirants can be shared
with potential matches
from other sub-commu-
nities. The coordination
committee will be chaired
by Devchand Chheda
from the Kutchi Visha
Oswal community and
plans are in place to give

Referring to the letter
written by the CIC to the
state chief secretary on
May 22, 2024, the activists,
Mehul Haria and
Kamlakar Shenoy, said
that the commission
clearly mentioned failure

in discharging duty by 24
departments of the state
government to provide
information as required
under Section 25 of the
Right to Information (RTI)
Act. Only 10 public auth-
orities have provided the
required data till date, as
per the letter.

“We are deeply con-
cerned as the CIC men-
tioned in the letter that
reports not received from
several departments shall
be declared as ‘Not
Received in the final
report. This statement
goes against the spirit and
purpose of the RTI Act,
the activists have said and
urged action.

Meanwhile, official
sources said that some
departments have started
submitting their annual
reports following the
letter from the CIC.

The bank acknowledged
the deposits but refused the
foreclosure, citing an out-
standing overdraft of Rs58.29
crore. Consequently, APMC
filed a complaint against the
bank, accusing it of negli-
gence.

They argued that the bank
failed to verify the authentic-
ity of documents and the

identity  of  individuals
involved, leading to the
embezzlement. The com-

plaint highlighted the bank’s

gross negligence and involve-
ment of its chief manager,
making the bank vicariously
liable.

In response, the bank
claimed that the complainant
had not disclosed all relevant
facts and had authorised
unknown persons to deal with
the bank, denying any fraud
on its part.

After reviewing the evi-
dence, the commission con-
cluded that the embezzle-
ment was indeed facilitated by
the bank’s chief manager. It
held that the bank was defi-
cient in its services by not
safeguarding the funds, lead-
ing to the loss. Thus, the bank
was deemed vicariously liable
for its employee’s actions and
was ordered to refund the
entire amount to APMC.

Soaring veggie prices

Shortage of vegetables due to
incessant rains across the
state has led to high prices at
the wholesale location of
APMC Vashi. While onions
are being sold at Rs45 to Rs50
per kg in the retail market,
tomatoes are selling for Rs110
per kg. Traders attribute the
surge to fewer inbound
supply trucks.

“Currently, close to 630
trucks are arriving at APMC;
before the monsoon, the
number was 1,000. This is due
to heavy showers across the
state,” vegetable trader Kailas
Tajne said. Another trader
said that the pathetic condi-
tion of roads in many parts of
the state might be the reason
for fewer vehicles arriving in
the market.

Asked about increased
prices of garlic (Rs400 per kg),
a trader from the onion-

potato market said there has
been a shortage of the pro-
duce for the past two years.
“Normally, we face shortages
during this period every year.
This year, however, rains
further affected the supply
resulting in prices on the
higher side,” he added.

“No vegetable is available
for less than Rs100 per kg for
retail customers. Okra is being
sold at Rs5,000 per 100 kg in
the wholesale market while
french beans are being sold at
Rs7,000 per 100kg. Similarly,

cluster beans are available for
Rs7,000 per 100kg, Common
beans (ghevda) are being sold
at Rs60 per kg and green
potato is available at Rs55 per
kg,” Tajne said.

Prices of green vegetables
are also on a higher side as a
bunch of fenugreek is being
sold at Rs30 while green
chilies are available at Rs35 to
Rs40 per kg. The price of peas,
which was Rs30 per kg in
February, is now at RsI80 per
kg, also because it’s not its sea-
son.

Kutchi Jains open

The
matter was brought up at
a recent meeting of all the
communities at Karsan
Ladhu Hall in Dadar, and
it was decided that they
will encourage unions
across the sub-commu-
nities.

The representatives of
communities raised con-
cerns regarding women
marrying outside the

community even as men
remain single for not pur-
suing higher education
even though they earn
well in family businesses.
The communities
asserted that as their
religion and culture are
similar, ‘Beti Vyavahar’
between them will prove
beneficial for all.

Gunvanti Satra, the
vice-president of Vagad
Visha Oswal Jain sub-
community said,
“Primarily, lack of higher
education among men
results in women marry-
ing outside the commu-
nity. Beti Vyavahar will
help resolve the problem
to a great extent.”

WHITE-COLLAR HIRING
ACTIVITY has peaked over
the past 12 months. The
Naukri JobSpeak Index
surgedto 2,877 pointsin July
2024, thehighestlevelinthe
past year, and 129% higher
than in July 2023.The index
indicates that nearly all sec-
tors experienced double-
digit growth over the last
month,with artificial intelli-
gence (AI) and machine
learning (ML) leading with a
47% year-on-year increase.
Other sectors that saw
impressive growth include
insurance (42%), banking
and finance (27%), and
FMCG (26%).

“The pharmaand biotech
sectorrecorded a substantial
26% year-on-year increase
with Baroda (61%) and
Hyderabad (39%)driving the
surge. Key roles within
pharma such as sales and
business development, pro-
curement and supply chain
sawa429%risein hiring,’the
report said.

However, the report
showsthatthehiringactivity
inthe emergingservicesver-
tical - Global Capability Cen-
ters (GCCs) — was lower (at
129%) than in some old-age
sectors. “It is worth noting
that some of the goodness
could be due to an impacted
base of July 2023, which saw
anatypicaldipinIndexvalue

on account of the IT sector’s
woes,’ said the report.

Meanwhile, Gujarat con-
tinued to lead, with Rajkot,
Jamnagar, and Baroda
recording growth rates of
39%, 38%, and 25% in hir-
ing activity, respectively. In
contrast, Hyderabad has
emerged as a key hub for job
creationacross several major
industries, including hospi-
tality (76%), insurance
(71%), BPO (52%),and oil &
gas (44%).

“The robust 12% growth
in hiring activity is a much-
awaited, encouraging sign
for this financial year. This is
the first month thisyearthat
we have seen positive
growth,and the fact that it's
secular,cuttingacross sectors
and geographies, makes it
truly promising. This broad-
based, positive shift could
potentiallybe the onset ofan
upcycle in the Indian white-
collarjobmarket,’said Pawan
Goyal, chief business officer
at Naukri.

The report shows that hir-
ing activity grew the most
among individuals with over
16 years of work experience.
In contrast,job opportunities
for professionals with 0-3
and 4-7 years of experience
were the lowest, each at 7%,
in July.

NEET-UG paper
leak: Top court
questions use
of e-rickshaws

HAVING HELD THAT there
wasnosystemicleak of NEET-
UG papers which would war-
rant its cancellation, the
Supreme Court Friday flagged
a number of concerns in the
conduct of the exam thisyear
by the National Testing
Agency (NTA) — specifically
pointing to the use of e-rick-
shaws for transporting ques-
tion sheets.

On July 23, a three-judge
bench led by Chief Justice of
IndiaDYChandrachud hadin
an interim order rejected
demands foraretest and had
said thatitwill giveareasoned
judgement later.

Inthedetailed verdict pro-
nounced Friday, the bench,
also comprising Justices | B
Pardiwala and Manoj Misra,
said:“Theinformationbefore
usat this stage does not show
that the question paper was
disseminated widely using
social media ortheinternet...
The CBI investigation reveals
the number of students who
are the beneficiaries of the
malpractice at Hazaribagh
and Patna at this stage. This
leads us to conclude that it is
possibletoseparatethebene-
ficiaries of malpractice or
fraud from honest students.
This being the case, the Court
cannot direct are-exam.”

The court also said that
using e-rickshawsand private
courier companies for trans-
porting National Eligibility
cum Entrance Test (Under-
graduate) papers “raises con-
cerns about the security and
reliability of paper-handling
procedures”.The e-rickshaws
were allegedly used to ferry
question papers from the
courier company’s office on
theoutskirts of Hazaribagh to
the strongroom of a local
bank, from where it was then
taken to exam centres.

The court listed more
issues in the manner the
NTA conducted the exam,
telling it toimplement strin-
gent security measures.“In
one of the centres (Where the
alleged leak occurred), the
rear door of the strongroom
was opened and unautho-
rised persons were permit-
ted to access the question
papers. This indicates that
there is a serious lapse in
security...” the ruling said.
The NTA also did not specify
a time by which the OMR
sheets had to be sealed after
the conclusion of the exam,
which could lead to dishon-
est elements tampering
with the sheets, it said.

“Yet another point of con-
cernisthat NTArelies on per-
sons over whom it does not
exercisedirect oversighttobe
theinvigilatorsforthe exam,’
said the court.
